NOISE INCIDENT LOG

This noise incident log should be completed by yourself on every occasion that you experience noise which is causing you harm or is a nuisance. It should be a true record of the noise incidents which you regard as sufficient to interfere with your quality of life. 

The information recorded on this noise incident log will be used to assess the validity of your complaint and may also be used as evidence in any legal proceedings taken by the Council in relation to this matter. 

· Entries in the log should be true, accurate and be representative of the situation.

· Entries should be made at the time of the incident. Keep the log for up to 4 weeks.

· Ensure the start and finish times are accurate.

· Nature of Noise - indicate whether noise is constant or intermittent and how loud it is, can you describe what the noise is/where it is coming from.
· How it affects me - indicate how it interferes with whatever you are doing at the time of the noise incident
· Who did it effect? Who witnessed the noise? (Third parties improve standard of evidence)
